Advisement/ Registration/ Financial Aid Questions
Q: What is Academic Intervention?
A: The program provides the chance to receive academic mentoring, learn semester grade expectations, attend skill-building workshops (i.e. manage time more effectively, build study skills, etc.), increase motivation, explore campus services, assist students in achieving satisfactory academic standing with intense academic advisement, and most importantly avoid academic dismissal.

Q: What if I choose not to participate in the Academic Intervention Program?
A: By not participating in the Academic Intervention Program, you are putting yourself at risk for dismissal from BSC.  

Q: I am an extended Probation student and I’ve already participated in AI Program.  Do I have to participate again?
A: Yes, you do need to participate in AI Program. Hopefully, you received valuable information the first time you participated, but you are still on academic probation. As a student on extended probation, your enrollment at BSC is still in jeopardy.

Q: What are the consequences if I do not participate?
A: Participation in the AI Program is required for any undeclared (or not in an approved program) student on academic probation. Should a student be dismissed from BSC, the Academic Appeal committee will evaluate a student’s participation in the program as a factor in the reinstatement decision.  

Q: How do I get the academic probation hold removed from my account?
A: In order to get the probation hold removed from your account, you must set up a MANDATORY appointment with your AI advisor by the first week of classes, please call 878-5451.  At this meeting your probation hold will be removed from your account.

Q: Who will be my academic advisor while I am on academic probation?
A: While you are on academic probation, your academic advisor will be Leasa Rochester, of the Academic Intervention Program.  Be reminded that you are required to receive academic advisement prior to course registration while on probation.  Failure to receive advisement will warrant another hold on your account, which will prevent you from registering for courses for the following semester.

Q: How often do I have to meet with my advisor?
A: It is mandatory that you meet with your advisor at least 4 times a semester to discuss academic courses, progress, mid-semester review, and course selection. Frequency of meetings can range from 3 to 4 weeks, depending on your needs determined by your advisor.

Q: How does being on academic probation affect my ability to declare a major?
A: Each major has a GPA requirement of 2.0 or better, many have a 2.5 prerequisite.  If you are placed on Academic Probation, it may take you a several semesters to make the GPA requirement.   Thus delay your graduation from the college. Q: If I am on probation, will I be able to register for the next semester?
A: If you are on probation, you will be able to register, but if you are still below 2.0 at the end of the current semester, you may be dismissed and your registration for the following semester will be cancelled after the dismissal appeals deadline. However, if you file a dismissal appeal and the appeal is approved, your registration will be preserved.

Q: Can I drop classes when I'm on probation?
A: Yes.  This should be done at one of your scheduled appointments with your AI advisor.

Q: May I register for a full schedule if I am placed on Probation?
A: Yes, however, it is recommended that you limit your schedule to 12 credits hours.

Q: I understand I will be limited to a maximum of 12 credit hours due to my probationary status, but I pre-registered for 16 credit hours next semester.  Are there any exceptions to this rule?
A: If you are registered for more than 12 credit hours you should immediately meet with the AI advisor to discuss any exceptions to your course schedule.

Q: What GPA (grade point average) do I need to be off probation?
A: Please see your AI advisor on the specific semester GPA required to get off probation.

Q: How is my financial aid affected by academic probationary status?
A: You must maintain satisfactory academic progress to be eligible for financial aid. Visit the Financial Aid office for further information.

Q: Am I eligible for Financial Aid if I have been placed on Probation?
A: Yes, but you should always check with the Financial Aid Office to determine your eligibility.
