Dismissal
Q: How can I be dismissed from Buffalo State College?
A: See Dismissal Policy.

Q: What happens if I am academically dismissed from BSC?
A: Students who have been academically dismissed must wait one full year from the time of dismissal before being considered for readmission. Basically, you were academically dismissed because you did not show progress toward satisfying degree requirements. You may appeal this decision if you have an extenuating circumstance that can be documented. If readmitted, all coursework taken previously will be considered in computing the cumulative average, unless the student has opted for Academic Clemency. Readmission forms are available in the Admissions Office, Moot Hall.

Q: How do I begin the appeal process?
A: If you have had extenuating circumstances that can be DOCUMENTED (including, but not limited to, a serious illness [either yourself or immediate family member], death of an immediate family member, extreme personal emotional stress, or a serious and/or unusual circumstances) that impacted your academic progress, you may appeal your status. To begin the Academic Appeal process, you must contact the academic standards office before the appeals deadline to make an appointment for your hearing.  Please send all supporting documentation to the Assistant Dean of Academic Standards and Intervention by the stated deadline within the letter.

Q: What if I didn’t have any extenuating circumstances?
A: If no extenuating circumstances contributed to your academic dismissal, you may appeal after leaving the College for two academic semesters (up to one year). The Committee on re admissions will review then review your application for readmission.

Q: How will I be notified about the outcome of my dismissal appeal?
A:. After the dismissal committee has heard your appeal, we will break to discuss and reviewed your documentation briefly and then provide you with our decision immediately after.

Q: Who will determine the status of my appeal?
A: The Committee on Academic Standing will review and act on your appeal. The Committee on Academic Appeal is comprised of the Assistant Dean of Academic Standards and Intervention, representatives from the Academic Skills Center, and/or a program representative that you participate in (SSSP, STAR, EOP), and/ or the Academic Intervention Office. 

Q: What happens if my appeal is approved?
A: If your Academic Appeal is approved, you will be reinstated with probationary status and required to meet conditions specified by the Committee, including, but not limited to, completing a specific course(s), limiting the number of credit hours for which you may register, achieving a certain semester grade point average, and successfully completing all coursework.

Q: What happens if I don’t meet the conditions outlined by the Committee on Academic Standing?
A: If you fail to meet the conditions set forth by the committee, you may be dismissed from the College at the end of the semester.

Q: I received an academic dismissal letter, but I am registered for next semester. What happens to those classes?
A: If you do not file an Academic Appeal or your appeal is denied, your pre-registered classes will be dropped.

Q: Since I was dismissed, can I take courses elsewhere and then come back to BSC when my grade point average has improved?
A: If you wish to reapply for admission to BSC we suggest that you do complete courses elsewhere to demonstrate to us that you have grown from the time your were dismissed and can now make good academic progress. However, we do not suggest taking courses that you previously failed at BSC since these courses cannot be used to improve your BSC grade point average.

Q: What steps should I take if I do not intend to return to BSC or my readmission is denied?
A: If you do not intend to return to BSC or your readmission was denied, you may choose to consider attending a community college or another 4 year college.

Q: I missed a deadline for my dismissal appeal.  What can I do about it?
A: Contact the Academic Standards office immediately, however the college Policy of Deadlines will be enforced, and your dismissal may be upheld.
