Victims Assistance Academy  

CHSR Receives NIH Award  

CHSR was recently 

awarded a $3.1 million 

grant from the National 

Institutes of Health/

National Institute on Alco-

hol Abuse and Alcohol-

ism.  Dr. William F. Wiec-

zorek is the PI, Dr. Kelly 

S. Marczynski is a Co-PI, 

and Dr. Thomas H.         

Nochajski (University at 

Buffalo), Dr. John W. 

Welte (University at Buf-

falo) are also Co-PIs. 

The new project, titled 

ñInitiation and Continua-

tion of Drinking and Driv-

ing Behaviorò is a 5-year 

study that will follow-up 

subjects who had partici-

pated in a study of drink-

ing and delinquency 

among young men in 

1992-1995.  

Three waves of data were 

collected from 625 young 

men during the transition 

period from late adoles-

cence to early adulthood 

(ages 16-22).  The sub-

jects will be re-interviewed 

by telephone to provide a 

12-year wave-4 follow-up. 

This project will also ex-

amine the impact of vari-

ous geospatial methods of 

aggregating point data 

(e.g., alcohol outlets) into 

geographic units for use 

in multilevel and individual 

models of drinking and 

driving.

to explore a range of sub-

jects encountered in victims' 

rights work.
