1. Minutes from April 8, 2009 were accepted as circulated
2. Budget Updates

a. Spending to date – There is about $290,000 left in Tech Fee with planned expenditures slated to use remaining funds. Wireless equipment is being purchased. Next year we can expect about $3,000,000. Academic & Scientific Equipment has about $2900 left. Safety and security were the priorities this year.
b. Remaining funds – Faculty & Staff Computing account has a few hundred left that will be used to purchase repair parts.
3. Don Erwin led a discussion that highlighted ISAS accomplishments. (Attached)
4.  He also provided a Project Summary and Schedule. (Attached) There were no new projects submitted but there was preliminary discussion of a wished for Multimedia SuperLab in SAH. They want to advance digital music composition and sound production capabilities. They also have big plans for multimedia in Communications. 
5. Storage is a major issue – Judi said that CTS was meeting later in the day to discuss video storage. They are planning to purchase about 96TB that should help ease the situation for a bit. Video files are huge.
6. There was a discussion of the proposed Online Catalog project. Although important, it has no champion. Some suggested Kevin Railey. There was sentiment that it should be housed in Academic Affairs. Don and Carolynn will create a process flow chart and schedule a meeting.  Melissa Meehan will then solicit 3 vendors for bid. 
7. NCATE & TaskStream – Lori Quigley thanked Carolynn for her help with the facilitation of the  AMS assessment trainings. She also referred us to the TEU Web site: http://www.buffalostate.edu/teu/index.xml 
8. Distance Learning Summary – Melaine updated the group on the work of the consultant, Dr. Jim Abbondanza.  Rita expressed concern that for Distance Ed to be successful we need to eliminate our many paper forms (withdrawals, etc.), accept online payment for tuition and fees, and issue transcripts electronically. Banner needs to be developed more fully to manage these transactions.  It was noted that faculty are feeling closed out of the distance ed planning process. Maryruth will ask Ben Christy and Margaret Shaw-Burnett to schedule a meeting for faculty with the consultant. Faculty participation is central – they need to be involved in developing goals for the program.
9. Updates & Announcements – Judi & Tom distributed Wireless Plan Implementation Priorities for Phase 1. A vendor has been chosen and significant work should be completed by the start of the fall semester. Even more should be complete by Thanksgiving. The vacant networking position has been filled and that should facilitate progress.
10. Next Meeting – The group agreed to meet monthly in the summer preferably at 9:00 am and not before mid-June. Maryruth will arrange something.
