The computer information systems B.S. program prepares 
students for entry-level positions in many computer-related fields. 
The curriculum builds on basic hardware and software and can 
include Web programming and multimedia, systems administration, 
e-commerce, hands-on networking, project management, and more.
The department offers internship opportunities at many local 
companies. The internships give students real work experience 
and have led to continued employment after graduation. Our 
graduates obtain positions such as systems analyst, programmer, 
database administrator, network administrator, and web developer.  
Based on survey results over the past six years, more than 80 
percent of our graduates are employed in the computer field within 
six months after graduation.
