Physics Department

The study of physics provides an overview of the basic laws of nature
and the science of matter and energy. The department offers a
physics B.S., physics B.A., physics education B.S., and a physics
minor. Our popular physics 3/2 engineering program allows students
to complete two bachelor of science degrees—one in physics, one in
engineering—within five years. The Physics Department was recently
awarded $360,000 to support faculty and student research in
applied nuclear physics and condensed matter physics. Students are
also mentored in physics education research projects.

The department has an active Physics Club that meets to discuss
physics and plan activities.
