From May 28 to May 30,
2008, ICSC has the honor
of co-hosting an interna-
tional conference, the 2nd
Creativity and Innovation
Management Community
Meeting, with the edi-
tors of the Creativity and
Innovation Management
journal here at Buffalo
State. The theme is “In-
tegrating Inquiry and Ac-
tion” in keeping with the
central consideration of
the journal which is “how
to challenge and facilitate
creative potential, and
then to imbed this into
result oriented innovative
business development.”

The prst of these meet-
ings was held in Oxford,
United Kingdom in 2005.
