He shared how they are trying to pioneer a 201 PDS by setting up a Niagara County Elementary School as a lab one day a week for 201 students. Students would be scheduled two out of three days at NCCC and one day in the field. NCCC 201 students will start using Task Stream in the fall. Michele Mistriner has been hired by NCCC as a new department member. The Advisory Council wants to ensure that 201 host schools are included in all PDS activities.
