NCCC Partnership- Tabled discussion because Janet and Tom were not able to attend the meeting.

201/211 Funding- Leslie would like a volunteer, host school to act as a model for a 200 level PDS. The EDU 201 class requires its students to do 4 hours of observation in any school and a day shadowing a master teacher in an urban school.  NCCC is working on a grant for 200 level funding.
Retreat- 

· Nancy Chicola reported that Joseph Bruchac, a Native American author, would cost $3,000 to be the keynote speaker. The group authorized her to pursue having him speak at the retreat. If he is not able to attend, she will contact his son, Jesse Bruchac. The council discussed the possibility of having Mr. Bruchac do a signing at the bookstore and possibly go to a few partner schools.

Someone suggested we invite all the members of the Buffalo Board of Education.
· Barb Smith and Nancy Chicola are going to arrange for ACEI students to come to the retreat to help with name tags and assist.

· Kathy Wood is going to contact Betty with Project Flight to arrange for books for the retreat.

· Leslie Day is going to pursue getting parking passes for all PDS principals as one of the give-aways.

· NCATE Self study- Kathy Wood and Leslie Day will look at the self studies and send some schools the study to fill out before the retreat.

Bylaws: The bylaws are all set and will be presented to the full consortium for approval at the retreat.

Website: Jenn Golias presented the site plan for the PDS section of the Elementary Education and Reading Website. Each school will have a picture, a description of the school, a map to it, and a link to the school website (if we are authorized). She is currently building the department website first and will start the PDS section after. She hopes to have an example of one school ready for the retreat.

Budget: Diane Truscott and Wendy Paterson met with the provost to talk about a budget for PDS. The presentation was well received, and we are hopeful that the $150,000 dollar budget will be approved.

New Business:
· Denise Segars- McPhatter and Laura Harris suggested that Leslie Day and Kathy Wood attend an all Principal meeting of the Buffalo School District to discuss the PDS Consortium. There are many new principals who are unaware of what PDS is.  Denise and Laura highlighted several new principals at PDS Schools so we could update our PDS list; Tracy Lewis at school 74, Mary Mayfield at school 61, and Fran Wilson at Makowski. Jenn Golias will update the PDS list and get new email addresses for those principals as well as any that changed in the suburbs.

· Leslie Day posed the question of whether the Advisory Council wanted to make an official policy in regards to Charter Schools. The Council decided to not adopt an official policy at this time. We do have one Charter School member at this time.
· Awards- Leslie Day discussed several awards that our PDS could apply for: National PDS award, ATE award, and an AACTE Best Practices award.  Right now, Leslie thinks the AACTE award looks the most promising. The deadline for applying for that award is in October.
