Minutes: The minutes were revised to include the attendees at the February meeting and then approved by the council.
Old Business:

1. PDS By-Laws:

Kathy had sent the bylaws to the advisory committee via email prior to the meeting. Janet Michalak posed the question whether schools that partnered with NCCC were included in the consortium. The bylaws were adjusted to reflect that partners of affiliated Colleges were invited to meetings.  The membership section was also expanded to include these schools.

The term of the student representative was changed to 13 months so that there would be one mentored month for the new representative. 
The policy on nominating student representatives will be revisited by Lisa Krueger and Barbara Smith to reflect the 13 month change. The months of service will also be changed in that document to reflect the months coinciding with the school year. The policy also needs to be changed so that students currently taking 311 can apply to be a representative. As of now, only students who have completed 311 can apply. These italicized changes are to be made to the policy not to the bylaws.

The bylaws with the changes were formally approved by the advisory committee by a unanimous vote.  The advisory committee decided that Kathy Wood would send the bylaws via email to all consortium members. The members would be asked to give feedback by July 1st. The Advisory Council will examine the feedback over the summer and present the by-laws for official approval by the Consortium at the Fall retreat on October 1st.

2. Ideas for attendance at future conferences:

The Advisory Council discussed how students, cooperating teachers and principals might be able to attend conferences in the future and present about our PDS. PDS is going to apply for the national award given by AACTE.
3. Budget update:

Leslie Day read a grant request to form a PDS at Buffalo State to include grades 6-12. Leslie Day and Kathy Wood will follow up with Wendy Paterson to see how this grant impacts the current PDS.

Leslie Day and Janet Michalak brought up the need to discuss how PDS funds the joint teacher prep schools and PDS schools that host 211 (and/or EDU 201).
4. Retreat: 

We will plan the retreat at the summer meetings. Leslie Day and Kathy Wood will try to reserve the location before the next Advisory Council meeting. Please send suggestions for a keynote speaker via email to Kathy or Leslie before the next meeting. Some suggestions for the retreat included: continuing the role-a-like discussions, revisiting self studies, and exceptional education.
