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ARTICLE I. NAME AND INSIGNIA
SECTION 1. The name of this Honor Society shall be Alpha Lambda Delta.
SECTION 2. The seal shall consist of an impression of a book with a circle, with the words Alpha Lambda Delta, 1924, inscribed in the circle.

SECTION 3. The seal/emblem of the Society, which is a book with a circle that says the society’s name (colors are red, gold and white), will appear on all official documents.

SECTION 4. The newsletter shall be called The Flame and shall bear the emblem of the Society.

ARTICLE II. PURPOSE
The purpose of the Society shall be to encourage superior academic achievement among students in their first year at Buffalo State College, to promote intelligent living and a continued high standard of learning and to assist women and men in recognizing and developing meaningful goals for their roles in society.

ARTICLE III. ORGANIZATION
SECTION 1. Students shall base membership in the society upon superior academic achievement during their first year in college. They must hold a 3.5 GPA or higher, on a 4.0 scale, for their first semester or first year in college. There shall be no discrimination on account of race, creed or sex in the initiation of individual members. The society will abide by and uphold all Buffalo State College rules and regulations.
SECTION 2. Students must be full time, at least 12 credit hours per semester.
SECTION 3. The Chapter officers shall be the President, Treasurer, and other such officers (e.g., Vice-President, Secretary, Editor, Historian, Webmaster, Senior and/or Junior Adviser) as may be desired.

ARTICLE IV. AMENDMENTS

Amendments may be proposed by any member of the society, and to pass they must receive a 2/3rds vote by the chapter council. Appropriateness must be approved by the advisor.
BY-LAWS
ARTICLE I.  CHAPTER COUNCIL
SECTION 1. The Chapter Council shall consist chapter members, officers, and two advisors.

ARTICLE IV. COMMITTEES
SECTION 1.The Standing Committees of the Society shall be:

a. Administration Committee (6 members) President, the two Vice Presidents and three senior Council Members-at-Large

b. Chapter Relations

c. Executive Committee

d. Fellowship

e. Finance/Budget

f. Nominations and By-Laws

g. Order of the Torch (4 members) one of whom serves as chair chosen from National Council members, current and former National Council members and/or current and former ChapterAdvisers.

h. Publications

SECTION 2. AD HOC COMMITTEES will be appointed by the President as needed.

Notes on National Constitution:

Transfer students may be eligible for membership provided that they meet the requirements as stated below.

a. Transfer students who attained eligibility for membership in an institution in which there is a chapter of this Society may be initiated during their first year of residence upon certification by their previous institutions.

b. Freshman transfer students from institutions that do not have an Alpha Lambda Delta chapter, to be eligible for membership must have the required Alpha Lambda Delta grade point average on the courses taken during the first full curricular period in the institutions to which they transfer. In addition, the cumulative average of the grades student's transfer credits combined with the grades in the institution in which the student is currently enrolled must equal the Alpha Lambda Delta academic grade requirement.

SECTION 1. The chapter may hold an initiation for students, currently enrolled on the main campus or in its centers or branches, who have met the membership requirements, provided the chapter:

a. has submitted a list of names to the Executive Director for inclusion on the National Roll.

b. has forwarded national membership fees to the Executive Director.

c. has received from the Executive Director the official Authorization to Initiate, which means that the names have been entered on the National Roll and membership fees received.

SECTION 3. The Chapter officers shall be the President, Treasurer, and other such officers (e.g., Vice-President, Secretary, Editor, Historian, Webmaster, Senior and/or Junior Adviser) as may be desired.

SECTION 4. A Senior and/or Junior Adviser for each chapter may be elected annually from upperclass members by a majority vote of the chapter.

SECTION 5. There shall be two advisers for each chapter. If not already members, these Chapter Advisers shall be initiated as honorary members.

SECTION 6. Initiation shall be held in the form and the manner prescribed by the Ritual.

ARTICLE XII. ESTABLISHMENT OF NEW CHAPTERS

SECTION 1. Prior to formal petitioning for a chapter of Alpha Lambda Delta, the following requirements must be met by the petitioning institution:

a. The institution must be a 4-year institution and currently accredited by a regional accrediting association. Four year branch campuses which award baccalaureate degrees may be covered by the blanket accreditation awarded to the parent institution.

b. A local freshman honor society must be established.

c. The local society shall have met the membership requirements of Alpha Lambda Delta and shall have at least thirty members.

d. A report providing information regarding the institution and the local society as specified by the National Council shall be filed by an appropriate administrator with the Executive Director.

SECTION 2. After complying with requirements listed in Section 1, an institution may file a petition for membership with the National Council through the Executive Director and pay a $50 chartering fee. The petition shall be reviewed promptly by the Expansion Committee. Chapters will be immediately notified of the Council action taken.

SECTION 3. Chapters shall be installed under the direction of the National Council.

SECTION 4. A charter, insignia cloth, and a chapter book shall be presented to the chapter at the installation services.
STATUTE II. INITIATIONS

Active chapters shall send to the Executive Director, via electronic mail or the postal service, typewritten lists of names of the proposed initiates upon blanks obtained from the Executive Director, duly certified by a Chapter Adviser of the chapter. (See Article VIII, Sections 1 through 5 of By-Laws.) To assure delivery of certificates and insignia in time for initiation, these lists, accompanied by a check or money order to cover cost of fees and insignia, must be received by the Executive Director two weeks prior to initiation.
STATUTE VIII. FELLOWSHIPS

There shall be a number of Alpha Lambda Delta Fellowships awarded by the National Council annually for one year of graduate or professional study. The amount of these fellowships shall be determined in accordance with the income of Alpha Lambda Delta. Any member of Alpha Lambda Delta is eligible to apply. Application forms and current information regarding the Fellowships may be secured from the Executive Director.

STATUTE X. THE JO ANNE J. TROW UNDERGRADUATE SCHOLARSHIPS

Undergraduate scholarship awards will be given annually to Alpha Lambda Delta members who have maintained the grade point average required for initiation and who exemplify the aims of Alpha Lambda Delta. The awardees will be nominated by their chapter and selected by a committee of the National Council. The amount of each award will be determined by the National Council.
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
