They need to have maintained a 2.75
g.p.a. for their degree and in their English courses.

If applicants do not have all these courses, they can be admitted as a pre-major (code=7610).
This status allows them to take the courses they need here at Buffalo State before being
formally enrolled in the Post-Baccalaureate program.
