Minutes: The minutes from the December 3rd Advisory Council meeting were approved by consensus.
Old Business: 
Advisory Council Membership- Welcome to Robert Polino our new student representative. Welcome to Robin Zahm. 

Budget- There has been no change in the budget situation. We have 711 dollars in our account. Leslie and Jenn most likely will present their Chicago presentation at the college level in the near future. In September, the structure of the college will change as the new College of Education is formed. This may impact finances. 

Co Director- Lisa Krueger is the interim co director. Nancy Chicola has an EDL student who is interested in working with Lisa and PDS. The internship is supposed to last 1300 hours or 15 full weeks. Lisa and Nancy will hammer out the details as we pilot this program.
National PDS Conference Presentation- Lisa, Jenn, and Leslie will be presenting at the National PDS Conference in March. The title of their presentation is “Here’s Where the Action is…Action Research that is”. The presentation will be an overview of the CEURE mini grant process, how action research works, impact of the web on action research, and the impact of action research on actual practice.
Ex Ed Advisory Member- Leslie has contacted the chair of Ex Ed. Apparently, there are some interested candidates.  Leslie will continue to pursue with Sarita, EXE chair.
Goals- Karen and Barb began the process of clarifying the goals at today’s meeting. This activity will be first on the agenda at the next meeting. Thank you Karen and Barb!
NCCC 200 level project- NCCC has schools up and running at Starpoint. Teachers volunteer to be observed and schedule several times. Students sign up for a time to come in. At present, there are no written agreements. Leslie is going to try and get the partner schools boxes of children’s books via Project Flight as a thank you. Kathy Wood brought up the need for 200 level instructors to give her names of shadow teachers for the end of the year thank you lunch.  Tom M. and Kathy will coordinate.
New Business:

Coralee Smith- West Hertel Academy will be closing for renovations next fall. Coralee Smith would like to build a model PDS in that school during the transition. She is applying for a grant and asked for a letter of support from the Council. The Council still had many more questions after reading the initial proposal. Tom Sadowski, Kathy Wood, and Nancy Chicola formed a subcommittee to get more clarification.
Retreat- The Council chose September 23 or 30th as potential dates for the retreat. We will vote on an official date at our next meeting. We decided to stay with the same general agenda.  Nancy Chicola is going to try to contact Joe Bruchac as a keynote speaker. Cynthia Cotton was also suggested as an alternative. We will have three summer meetings to plan the retreat. Please try to make at least one. It was suggested that we try and have one of our meetings at the Campus House again.

Field Placement Brochure and Perks- Tom Sadowski and Rita Zientek are still working on perks for cooperating teachers.  A college wide brochure for host schools is being considered.  Tom S. should follow up with Rita regarding the progress of this idea.  Apparently Campus West teachers receive gym privileges of some sort.  Would this be possible for our PDS members?
PDS Brochure- Jenn Golias has been working on a PDS brochure to take to Orlando. She showed the Council the electronic version on the laptop, as it has not been printed yet. Leslie and Jenn will take it to College Relations for approval.
