Welcome: Lisa Krueger, principal of Eggert Rd Elementary and PDS co director, welcomed us to the school. Leslie Day thanked Eggert for hosting the meeting.  
Announcements:

· First meeting attendees were introduced.
· Leslie reminded everyone to please turn in their signed agreements.

New PDS Business:

She encouraged schools to make cards or backpacks that she can take with her when she returns. You can get donations to her through your PDS partner faculty.  She also presented a list of outreach presentations that are available free of charge from the Ed Foundations faculty. These presentations will be posted on the web by Jenn. Impact of PDS research: Jenn Golias presented a PowerPoint summary of her Graduate project on the impact on student learning of our PDS. The study compared NYS 4th grade assessment results between PDS and non PDS schools. The results were positive. This presentation will be posted on the web in the future.

Lending Library- Robert Polino announced that the books in the lending Library are now posted on the website.
