Minutes: The minutes from the April 22nd Advisory Council meeting were approved by consensus.
Announcements: 

Placement Announcements: Leslie explained that we lost the Windermere School to UB. We left on a good note and hope to get them back in the fold someday. Fran Paskowtiz suggested a consortium of universities so we don’t wind up trying to steal each other’s schools. Leslie announced that the department is looking for a school to host a 311 section and a 312 section in the fall. Several council members volunteered to send out feelers to other principals.

Budget Announcements: Leslie stated that vouchers had been sent out. 17 schools were at standard this semester. Deanna Hageman explained the new process for filling out the vouchers. Due to regulations, Buffalo City Schools will get multiple vouchers for the semester. All need to be signed and returned.

Old Business:

Ed Foundations Advisory Member- Leslie approached Ed Foundations and they are exploring having one of their faculty members serve on the advisory council. This may be on hold until after the college reorganizes.
Retreat Planning- The retreat date has been set for September 30th. Leslie and Jenn reserved the rooms in the student union for that date. Due to building availability, the retreat will start at 8:30am. Presenters may arrive anytime after 7:30 to set up.
Keynote: Leslie Day contacted Sam Chaltrain from the First Amendment Schools who is available. He usually speaks for free as long as the group covers his travel expenses. The council gave Leslie the go ahead to book him once he returns to the United States.

Food: The Council voted to have the same breakfast as last year except to have a fruit cup instead of fruit pieces. For lunch, we voted to have a hot meal as it costs about the same. We chose one chicken and one veggie dish for entries. We also selected roasted new potatoes as the starch dish.

New Business:

Website Updates and final report for the semester- Jenn passed out a summary of the website usage for the semester. In summary, the PowerPoint presentations are very popular. We are trying to expand our visitors beyond those in the consortium. We asked the NAPDS to link to our site. 
AACTE award- Jenn and Leslie shared the different best practice awards that AACTE bestows. The consortium might be able to apply for the Community College collaboration one or the NCATE accreditation one. Jim Mule suggested that principal mentors might be able to help track data on our students that come from NCCC. The application is not available until June 20th to detail specific requirements. At our next meeting, we will explore if we fit any of the categories.
