Mini-grants/applications:  Nancy Chicola requested that Jenn build an electronic 
frame for the action research mini-grant proposals.  This information needs to go 
on website asap and also needs to be sent to our PDS schools/faculty.  Robin 
Zahm will be added to the review committee which is currently Nancy and Ellen 
Friedland.


NNER follow-up:  Paul Theobald discussed the premise of NNER and its 
democratic principles.  Training for new members is available.  The conference is 
in October.  The annual dues are $5,000.  The NNER promotes a systematic 
research agenda.  Paul is willing to discuss the NNER at the fall PDS retreat.

Art work for SOE:  Tom Sadowski explained the need for children’s art in the 
SOE.  PDS schools are volunteering to create these masterpieces!
