1. Approval of December Minutes: The minutes from the December 1, 2006 Advisory Council Meeting were approved by consensus. 
2. Old Business: 

Budget: $75,000 was approved and PDS was mentioned in the president’s address as receiving continued financial support. 

April 27th location: We are looking for a school to have the next PDS meeting. Fran Paskowitz mentioned Hoover Elementary to be the location of the next PDS meeting. Hibajene Shandomo volunteered her school, Poplar, as the next location. Makowski Elementary is also a possibility. 

Outside Consultant: Having the consultant here was “fascinating” and generally we were an impressive program. Two things that fascinated Jane the most were:

1. Allowing students to register for their own classes based on the school of their choice, time, or teacher. 

2. Sustainability: We have been around for 16 years and have been through many changes with directors, deans, teachers, etc. 

Buffalo State College has a “grass roots” PDS rather than a State mandated created PDS. Structures that were discussed to be updated by creating a year long internship which may have a stronger impact on students in the school.  Jane suggested strengthening the student teaching PDS and working on sustainability. 
Teacher Candidate Picture ID Badge: We have set up a fall deadline on ID badges. See Mary Bailey or Karen Drew for the next phase. 
3. New Business:

· Barbara Smith: Remembered that Jane wanted to know our critical attributes of PDS. We decided that we should think about the critical attributes of PDS through personal experience and research. We want to create a sheet of questions that teacher candidates, cooperating teachers, BSC faculty, etc can think about when asked about PDS. 
Many questions that were asked were about PDS and what it does and means to you. We will be having an additional Advisory Council meeting after we receive the results of the consultant visit.
