Old Business:

Budget- The Dean and Wendy Paterson are exploring ways to institutionalize PDS and ensure a permanent funding stream. There will be an outside evaluator as part of the institutionalization process. The Advisory Council would like a copy of the criteria so we can plan for the evaluator. In a separate budget issue, Leslie met with the grant writers but hasn’t heard anything back. 
AACTE Award- 33 schools applied for this award. We were notified that we were not selected as the winner. Leslie will follow up with the actual winner to see what their program entailed.
Bylaws- Kathy Wood lead a short discussion of the Bylaws. They need to be updated with regards to election procedures.  Particularly they need to be updated that faculty votes for faculty advisory members at a faculty meeting, that the term for an advisory member runs from January to January for three years, and that a student rep will serve for three semesters. The rep will start in the spring with the old rep, serve alone in the fall and then mentor the new rep the following spring. Lori and Kathy will present the recommended changes at our next AC meeting.
