· Entire school staff participates in the program (cafeteria, maintenance, nurse etc.)
· Each staff member chooses one student who they have observed Being Unusually Good and awards the student a bug box or Notorious B.U.G backstage pass. Students can be awarded the B.U.G nomination for overall behavior over a period of time or for a single act that a staff member feels should be recognized (this allows the students who may not always have good days a chance to be recognized for the good things they do).
· Students display their bug boxes/ backstage passes throughout the school day.
· Staff members turn in a nomination form explaining the reason for choosing the B.U.G award recipient. Hallway displays are created to celebrate the students who have received the award. B.U.G award recipients' names are published in the monthly newsletter.
· Students turn in the bug box! backstage pass for a reward or to gain entrance into a special celebration ("Bug Bash") the following day.
· Bug boxes and Notorious B.U.G backstage passes are returned to teachers for the next round of BUG catching.

CHARACTER COUNTS

Goal(s) of Program:

· Help instill positive values in students.
· Help students gain an understanding of the difference between right and wrong
· Aid in the building of developmental assets
· Empower students to make healthy choices
· Help students develop life skills and social competencies
· Encourage interpersonal and intrapersonal growth

Description of program:
· Year long program.
· One character trait to be emphasized each month. .
· Letters to parent (Tuesday Take Home Folder) explaining the trait of the month and how parents can help reinforce character trait at home.
· Bulletin boards/posters will be placed in classrooms and hallways so students will see visual reminders of the monthly character trait/ character program.
· Inspirational stories that teachers can use to lead discussions of


traits and help reinforce the value of the trait as well as suggested readings will be provided.
· Public address announcements so everyone in the school will


know which trait is the priority of the month
· Staff members will nominate a student each month who exhibits the monthly character trait.
