	Register for Intersemester courses at your assigned time during the spring registration period, beginning Wednesday, November 4, 2009.   


 


 Students have until 11:59pm on Tuesday, January 5, 2010 to add or drop an Intersemester course. 


 


	The maximum credit hour load for matriculated students is 19 credits; special permission for additional credits may be obtained from your academic department.  The maximum credit hour load for non-matriculated students is 11 credits; special permission for additional credits may be obtained from Academic Standards, TR 100.  Special permission should be secured PRIOR to attempting to register if your total spring registration, including Intersemester, will exceed semester credit enrollment limits.


 


	There is no special financial aid eligibility for courses offered during Intersemester.  Intersemester course registrations are considered part of your spring registration and will be charged to your spring tuition bill.  All financial aid program eligibility will be determined according to your enrollment status and the total number of credit hours being pursued during the spring semester.
