· All fraternity and sorority new member programs will last no longer than 6 weeks. No new member program may take place during academic breaks and all initiations must be completed prior to the last week of classes each semester, regardless of the date of its commencement. 

· New members may not participate in fraternity/sorority related activities past 12:00 midnight Sunday through Thursday or past 3:00 am Friday and Saturday nights. New members must be allowed at least eight continuous, uninterrupted hours of sleep each night, including during pre-initiation and initiation.
· Each chapter wishing to conduct new member programming or intake will send at least one representative who is involved with the program to attend New Member Educator Training through the Office of Greek Life prior to the start of the process. It is suggested that if there are multiple members involved, they all attend. These members will educate their organizations about the training
· All new member activities, including initiation, will be alcohol-free

· All new members will be informed of their rights and of any activities in which they are expected to    participate from the beginning of the new member period

· All new member programs and any changes to the programs must be approved by the Assistant Director for Greek Life and Student Activities 

· All gear/garments/attire worn or displayed during any new member education process must be registered with the Assistant Director for Greek Life and Student Activities. Non-registered gear/garments/attire will be considered hazing (as specified in the Buffalo State Anti-Hazing Policy). Violations will be brought forward to the Judicial Board.
